New research published today in the journal Sl/eep
confirms what scientists have been telling us for some
time now: the later you stay up, the more sleep you
lose, the more calories you will eat, and the more
weight you will gain.

In a first—of—its—kind experiment, sleep
researchers from the Sleep and Chronobiology
Laboratory at the Perelman School of Medicine at
University of Pennsylvania, found that when test
subjects went to bed at 4 a.m. and woke four hours
later at 8 a.m., they consumed about 550 calories
after 11 p.m., far more than their bodies needed. In
addition, more of those 550 calories came from fat,
resulting in a weight gain, on average, of about 1 kilo

place in a lab, scientists were able to control for a
variety of factors. Andrea Spaeth, a doctoral candidate
and the study's lead author, called the logistics “a
nightmare” but worthwhile because it increased the
power of the results. African—Americans were
especially (A) vulnerable to the effects of sleep
deprivation.
